From the History of Mining

Mining is the process of taking minerals or coal from the earth. Most
substances that we get from the earth we have due to mining. It provides iron for
making airplanes, automobiles and refrigerators. We have salt for food; gold, silver
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and diamonds for jewelry; and coal for fuel owing to mines. We mine stone for
buildings, phosphate for fertilizer and gravel for highways.

Some substances can be mined more cheaply than other ones because they
are found at the earth’s surface. Some lie far beneath the surface and can be
removed only by digging deep underground. Other mined substances are found in
oceans, lakes and rivers.

People did mining of stone and metal thousands of years ago. About 6000
B.C. people dug pits and tunnels to get flint, a hard stone used to make tools and
weapons. By 3500 B.C. people were mining tin and copper. They combined these
metals to make bronze, a hard alloy (mixture of metals) that had practical
application in making better tools and weapons.

The ancient Romans probably were the first people to realize that mining
could make a nation rich and powerful. Merchants traded valuable stones and
metals and brought riches to the Roman Empire. The Romans took over the mines
of every country that they conquered.

The Roman Empire ended in the A.D. 400s. For about a thousand years
people made little advancement in mining. During the 1400s coal, iron and other
materials were mined in Europe, especially in Germany, Sweden and France.
Mining also developed in South America. The Inca Indians and other tribes of
South America used metals to make tools, jewelry and weapons.

It was the United States where mining began during the early 1700s. French
explorers mined lead and zinc in the valley of the Mississippi River. In the mid-
800s miners began to dig up large amounts of coal in Pennsylvania. At about the
same time thousands of people rushed to California hoping to find gold. In the
West the gold rush began that led to the discovery of copper, silver and other
useful minerals.

Most substances obtained by mining are minerals. One should know that a
mineral is made of materials that were never alive. Thus coal, petroleum and
natural gas are not considered true minerals because they were formed from the
remains of plants that lived long ago. Coal, however, is obtained by mining.

Open-Pit Mining

Open-Pit mining, or open-cast mining, is the most common type of surface
mining. Open-Pit mines are holes in the ground on a giant scale, which increase in
size by blasting and drilling rock apart. The mine develops into a conical shape
with Benches (or steps) in cross section which spiral round from top to bottom of
the mine so that trucks can drive down the sides and collect blasted debris.

Open-Pit mining is usually utilised for near surface deposits, such as gravel
and sand. The term Quarry is often used to refer to an open-pit mine where the
product is rock, commonly building stone. Examples include gravel, sand and
dimension stone. Open-Pit is relatively safe, cheap and results in a high yield.

The width and depth increases throughout the lifetime of the mine and some
of the largest can be more than 2km in width and hundreds of metres deep.

The largest open-pit mine in the world is the Bingham Canyon Mine in
Utah, USA. It is roughly 2.5miles wide and 0.75miles deep. At its peak, 400000
tons of rock per day was being removed and to date it has produced over 17
million tons of copper, along with a huge amount of gold, silver and molybdenum.
Other open-cast mines of note include Nchanga Copper Mine in Zambia, the
second largest pit in the world, and the Kalgoolie Super Pit, the largest open-cast
gold mine in Australia.
